b. Application/Response: Just say no, and just keep working.

c. Tactic 2 (vv. 5-9): The Lie of the (Mostly) Nameless Majority
i. Innocent Start

ii. Sinister End (Motive: Fear)

d. Application/Response: Pray for strength.

e. Tactic 3 (vv. 10-14): The Lie of Self-Preservation
i. Innocent Start

ii. Sinister End (Motive: Blasphemy/Inciting to Sin)

f.  Application/Response: Test the word of the enemy with the
Word of God.

a. The Faithful’s Victory (v. 15)

b. The Enemy’s Acknowledgment (v. 16)
c. The Enemy’s Perseverance (w. 17-19)

d. Application: Persevere with prayer and action!
